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Summer Reading Assignment – Grade 3
Why do I have to do this?

Just because you are on a break from school for the summer does not mean your brain has to go on vacation! Reading a novel is a great way to keep your brain in shape while away from school so you don’t lose the mental muscle you built up last year.

What exactly do I have to do?

You must complete the following for one of the mandatory books listed on your summer reading list in order to be prepared for September:

You will find two project descriptions below.  You must complete one.  

REMEMBER: it is your decision as to which project you will do for one of your mandatory books. Typing in size 12 Font is desired yet you may write your information in.

Project 1:

Using an 11 x 17 sheet of paper (or larger) you are to create a foldable by folding the paper almost in half leaving about a 2 inch space on the bottom (see diagram).  
· Write the title as well as your name in the two inch space provided

· You will choose five adjectives that describe your book and write them on the cover fold for that section – you may add a small illustration 
· Provide an event that took place within the story that relates to the adjective chosen 
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Project 2:

You are to create a Staircase of Events that lead to the end of the story (see diagram).  You are to document 4 to 5 main events or turning points that lead to the final outcome of the story.  Be certain to add your name.
Supplies needed:

· Poster board or 11 x 17 sheet of construction paper

· Crayons/marker

· Writing paper/computer for typed information
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
