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Summer Reading Assignment – Grade 4
Why do I have to do this?

Just because you are on a break from school for the summer does not mean your brain has to go on vacation! Reading a novel is a great way to keep your brain in shape while away from school so you don’t lose the mental muscle you built up last year.

What exactly do I have to do?

You must complete the following in order to be prepared for September:

You will find two project descriptions below.  You must complete one.  

REMEMBER:  it is your decision as to which project you will complete for one of your mandatory books listed on your Summer Reading List. Typing in size 12 Font is desired yet you may write your information in.

Project 1:
Your assignment is to create a new book jacket for your book.  You must include the following:

1. Title of Book

2. Author

3. A catchy title or phrase about the book

4. Brief summary of book to hook a new reader
5. An illustration of a key event in the book and written description.
6. A rating of the book (A, B, C, D, F) and why it deserved the rating.

You may choose to complete the assignment using poster board or large construction paper (18x26).  Be creative in setting up your information.  You can also find an example of placement ideas below.
Project 2:

You are to create a Character Puppet.  After reading you are to choose your favorite character and create a look-a-like puppet. You can utilize any items you may have at home but you may not purchase a puppet.  Ideas:  old socks, dolls, paper plates, wooden sticks, etc. You are to then type (size 12 font) or write an essay (3 or more paragraphs) about your character stating who they are, what they did throughout the story, why they are your favorite character, etc.  Be sure to utilize many details from the story adding what you think is necessary for an outside reader to get a greater idea about your character.
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
