In Social Studies, the students will learn American History from the Reconstruction era until the present (1865 – present) and will use primary source documents and artifacts to understand the different eras they study.  In Math, students will be learning the concepts of pre-algebra with a concentration on problem solving skills.  The students will also be studying General Science utilizing a skills based approach. In English Language Arts the students will be working with the eighth graders to improve their writing skills, and advance their reading comprehension.  

In order to do well, it is important that students accept the responsibilities that will be placed on them.  The most important of these is meeting deadlines.  Students must adhere to deadlines that are given for assignments and high school programs.
