Homework: 
· Your child will get homework to do each night and have a little homework on weekends but, reading is encouraged at least 15 minutes per night. 
· Encourage your child to read the library book checked out each week and be sure to return it to school before our next scheduled library time.  During long weekends and on holidays, I do expect and encourage your child to continue to read. 
· Please check and sign your child’s homework each night to be ensured that all homework is complete.   
· Math homework will be given every night as reinforcement of the day’s lesson. 
· Phonics homework will be given nightly; this will correlate with the weekly phonics lesson. 
· Spelling/Vocabulary words and definitions will be sent home on Mondays to be studied during the week.  The weekly spelling test will be given on Fridays.
Grading:  
· All final grades per quarter and/or end of year are compiled utilizing scores from formal and informal assessments, project, quizzes, homework, class work, and participation.
Absences:  
· If your child is sick, please keep him/her home.  Coming to school will only prolong and spread the illness. 
· An absent note is required for all absences; after three consecutive days out due to illness a doctor’s note is mandatory as we are required by law to have an explanation supplied. These notes must be on file in the office.    
· We will be glad to prepare an assignment to be picked up by a person designated by you upon a call or note sent.  
· All make-up work will be in a labeled packet on your child’s desk, please make sure that it is finished and returned as soon as possible.  Please make certain that we/school personnel have an updated emergency number as to where you can be reached if needed.  Also, send a back-up number if possible.
