Test & Quizzes

Will be given each week according to what was taught during the week or previous week. Please make sure your child is present every day to ensure a proper assessment of his/her work.

Homework

Parents are encouraged to share in the learning process with their child at home.  Homework activities help students to work and practice skills that have been introduced and taught in class.  Many of these activities allow students to bring home information and experiences to share with their parents.  Homework is a necessary extension of class work and a wonderful opportunity for parents to participate in a purposeful learning environment to enhance the education of their child.

Correspondence

All correspondence and /or payments to the school or me should always be clearly and correctly labeled.  Student’s name, class, teacher, if monies, the amount and purpose should be stated.  I personally, will not accept any money that is not clearly and properly labeled.

Labeling

Please label all supplies and clothing with your child’s first and last name.  Please cover all books with book socks or paper covers.  Contact paper is not allowed on hard cover books.  Check his/ her book bag every morning to make sure that all books for the day are packed.  When your student brings home a workbook for homework, please make sure he/she brings it back the next morning.

If you should have any questions concerning your child, please feel free to send me a note.  (Do not write notes in student’s notebooks, all correspondence are kept on file.)  I will then set up an appointment.  Teachers cannot see a parent without an appointment.  I am available to meet briefly before class 7:30 am to 8:00am and afterschool 3:30pm to 4:00pm.

I appreciate your taking the time to read this letter.  I can assure you that by us working as “a team”, parents, teacher, and student, we will achieve our goal – the education of the student.

As we begin the school year together each child will need the following materials for class 322.  Students who come to school prepared are more ready to learn than those who are missing supplies.  Please make sure your child has the supplies from the list below by Sept. 8, 2010.  He/she will be responsible for replacing them should they become lost, damaged, or depleted throughout the year.  It is also a good suggestion that you have a “keep at home supply” for assignments and required projects.

School supplies for class 322
· A book bag

· 6 sharpened pencils (absolutely no hand held erasers or toppers)

· 2 large size soft zippered pencil cases (clear)

· 1 box of tissues (to be collected for whole class sharing) (boys only are to bring to school)

· 1 box of baby wipes (to be collected for whole class sharing) (girls only are to bring to school)

· 2 highlighters (yellow only)

· 1 Marble Notebook (regular black & white composition notebook w/good quality paper please.

· 2 purple and white notebooks (sold in school; send $1.50 for each to me total- $3.00)
· 1 writing journal (send $ 2.00 to me as I will make the purchase for students)
· 2 folders (plain in color, no cartoon characters)

· 1 ream of white copy paper
· Please note that some additional supplies may be required throughout the school year.  Notebooks, poster boards, science projects, etc.

Art supplies for class 322
· 1 box of 24 crayons (no larger size please)

· Washable markers  (10 or 12pk.)
· Colored pencils  (8 or 12 pk.)
· 1pk. of construction paper (assorted colors 9x12 or 12z18)
· 2 Elmer’s glue sticks No paste or glue pens please
· 1 Elmer’s all –purpose glue (4oz only) please do not send in a larger size

· Surplus school or art supplies will be sent home.

· Absolutely no binders, trapper keepers meads, or spiral notebooks.  No pencil sharpeners in class.  No handheld erasers.  These rules will be implemented daily, which may result in these items not being returned to the students.
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
