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Dear Parents/Guardian, 

 
We are very excited about this 2011-2012 school year!  First grade is important to your child, and he/she will need lots of encouragement.  We strive to help your child become a more independent reader and become responsible with his/her work habits.  We look forward to working with you and your child.  If you have any questions, comments, or concerns, please feel free to contact me at school.  There are a few things that you need to know to help make this a successful year for your child. 

Homework: Your child will get homework to do each night and have a little homework on weekends but, reading is encouraged at least 15 minutes per night. Your child will receive a “book in the bag” every Monday.  This book is to be read every night with an adult.  A homework assignment will be given during the week to go along with the book.  During long weekends and on holidays, we do expect and encourage your child to continue to read. Please check and sign your child’s homework each night to be ensured that all homework is complete.   Math homework will be given every night as reinforcement of the day’s lesson. Phonics homework will be given nightly; this will correlate with the weekly phonics lesson. Spelling and vocabulary words and definitions will be sent home on Mondays to be studied during the week.  The weekly spelling test will be given on the following Monday.
 Grading:  All grades will be counted equally in first grade.  Grades are usually not given for homework, (unless homework is missing frequently) so your child’s report card average will come from class work, projects, formal, and informal assessments. 
Absences:  If your child is sick, please inform me.  We will be glad to send work home when your child is absent with a sibling or neighbor that is designated by you.  All make-up work will be sent home upon your child’s arrival back to school, please make sure that it is finished and returned as soon as possible.  When your child returns from being absent, you should send a note explaining the reason for the absence.  We are required by law to have a note from home for each absence!  These notes must be on file in the office.  Please make sure that we have an updated emergency number as to where you can be reached if needed.  Also, send a back-up number if possible. 

If there’s anything else we can do throughout the year, don’t hesitate to ask.
