In addition, the 7th grade serves as part 1 of 2 in all the state tests.  In order to excel next year, students must master the skills and concepts of the 7th grade.  To help this process along in math, each student will be receiving a New York State Math coach workbook.  Please send your child to school with $20, no later than Monday, September 12th, for the purchase of this tool.  We will be exploring the different types of themes across literature, math, science and social studies.  We look forward to planning class trips and celebrations as part of our thematic studies and eagerly anticipate your joining us for these special events.  

We look forward to working with you to make this an exciting and productive year for your child.  We hope you will be able to visit us soon and join our learning community.  We will see you on BACK TO SCHOOL NIGHT.
