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Dress Regulations

Your school uniform confirms your attendance at Sacred Heart School and is a symbol of unity within the school community. It minimizes distractions of the learning process. It is important that you take pride in your appearance by wearing your complete uniform, always remembering that wearing it inside and outside the classroom and the school you are representing the school and your behavior should be a credit to both yourself and the school community. 
School Uniform 
The school uniform for boys is as follows (All clothing must fit properly): 

Pre-Kindergarten – 8 

White shirt (only a white solid t-shirt is permitted under the white shirt)

School Uniform Tie

Gray dress pants (no denim) 

Gray/black belt (All boys will require the use of a belt) 
Black socks 

The school uniform for girls is as follows (All clothing must fit properly): 

Pre-Kindergarten – 3

White blouses with round (peter pan) collar (only a solid white t-shirt is permitted under the white blouse) 

Burgundy plaid jumper 

Burgundy tights or knee-high socks 

Grades 4 – 8 

White blouse with pointed collar (only a white solid t-shirt is permitted under the white blouse) 

Burgundy plaid skirt (must fall to the middle of the knee) 

Burgundy tights or knee-high socks 

Polyester sweater vest with school emblem 

Girls Kindergarten – 8 may only wear black, burgundy, or gray hair accessories (bands, barrettes, scrunchies, etc.) 

Gym Uniform (Please purchase official gym uniforms, which are the only ones permitted on gym days) 
The gym uniform for boys and girls from Pre-Kindergarten to Grade 8 is as follows: 

Sweatpants 

Burgundy t-shirt

Sweatshirt

The official school gym suit is to be worn on assigned gym days. 

Each item of this suit must display the insignia/emblem of the school. 
Violating School Dress Regulations 

Violations of the Sacred Heart Uniform Policy shall be treated as disruptive behavior and is subject to negative consequences 

Both Boys and Girls: 

· May wear long sleeve school sweater with emblem 

· Black Shoes: Oxfords or loafers 

· Sacred Heart Sweatshirt ONLY! (Absolutely no other sweatshirts or hoodies allowed!) 

NO Hush puppies, boots, sneakers or heels. 

· Boots may be worn to school in the event of inclement weather, but students must bring in proper shoes to change into once in class. 

· Sneakers only permitted on assigned gym days 
NO Shoes with large buckles, rings, or other ostentatious embellishments. 

· Preferred shoes available at Ludel’s Uniforms, Sacred Heart uniform company. 

NO Jewelry except one small pair of stud earrings on girls 

· gold, silver, diamond, or pearls, no larger than the size of a standard pencil erase (7mm) 

· To be worn in the ear lobes only. 

· No body piercing

NO Earrings on boys 

NO Cosmetics, including but not limited to: lipstick/lip gloss, blush, eyeliner, and any other facial makeup as well as nails polish and fake nails.  

NO streaks or died/colored hair 

NO Mohawks or shaved designs

NO silly banks, evil eye bracelets, lanyard, strings, or bracelets of any kind 

The presence of anything that proclaims a current fad is not permitted. The Administration reserves the right to determine the school uniform in terms of the latest fad. 

Students may wear the three-button white polo shirt with the school emblem until the last week of October (10/28). The shirt must be tucked in. Beginning November boys are to wear the white shirt and tie. Girls will wear regular white button-down blouse until the spring, when they may resume wearing the polo shirts (4/30). 
During cold weather, students may wear the burgundy uniform cardigan/pullover sweater or the uniform school sweatshirt (on none gym days). 
None gym uniform sweatshirts are available for pursue in the main office of the school, no other sweatshirts or colored sweaters are permitted. 

Parents are asked to see that the dress code, including gym uniform is enforced and to insist that children dress according to Christian value.
